Bilateral Cultural Agreement of 1952 (Law 9 n. 844 of august 1954)

» The Gruber-De Gasperi Agreement, within the Paris Treaty of
Peace of 1946 - the two countries warranted “to find an
agreement for the mutual recognition of the validity of certain
degrees and University diplomas”.

» Commitment further concretised in the Bilateral Cultural
Agreement of 1952 - agree to reciprocally recognise academic
qualifications and titles and to establish a mixed commission of
experts of both governments which meets periodically.

Why: to remove obstacles with the aim of building mobility + an
element of peace and dialogue between two countries after
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Bilateral Cultural Agreement of 1952 (Law 9 n. 844 of august 1954)

Key elements:

1) Full recognition of the qualifications, disciplines and final
marks.

2) Reciprocal and easy exchange of students and workers
—>huge social impact on mobility and employability.

3) HEIs at the core, for the implementation mechanism. et
